DISTRICT OF HIGHLANDS

BY-LAW NO. 39

A By-Law For the Acquisition of Property for the Purpose of the Highlands Fire Department

WHEREAS the Eastern Highlands Volunteer Fire Department Society (the 

"Society"), an entity legally incorporated under the laws of British Columbia, has 

offered to donate to the District of Highlands, lands, building and certain 

equipment, furniture and other personal property; and

WHEREAS the District of Highlands, a municipal corporation, wishes to accept 

from the Society the lands, building and other personal property; and

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the District of Highlands, in open meeting 

assembled, enacts as follows:

CITATION

1.This By-Law may be cited as the "Eastern Highlands Volunteer Fire 

Department Property Acquisition By-Law No. 39, 1995".

AUTHORIZATION

2.The District of Highlands is hereby authorized, pursuant to Section 

699(1)(a.1) of the Municipal Act, to enter into the agreement to acquire 

property from the Society on the terms and conditions contained in the 

Agreement attached as Schedule "A".

3.The District of Highlands is hereby authorized, pursuant to Section 699(2) of 

the Municipal Act, to construct, operate, maintain and use buildings and 

other improvements on the lands described in Schedule "A", and to provide 

necessary facilities and equipment for the fire department.

SIGNATORIES FOR THE DISTRICT

4.The Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized to execute any agreement, 

plans, statement of adjustments or other documents relating to any matter 

contemplated by this By-Law.

5.Schedule "A" annexed hereto is hereby incorporated into this By-Law.
