PROGRAM - UPDATE 
At its July 19 regular meeting, Council was  
provided with a presentation from CRD staff 

members regarding planning for a future enhanced regional 
curbside recycling program.  The current Blue Box contract 
expires in April 2012, and CRD staff, committees and Board 
members are working on shaping options for a new  
program.  Decisions will be required for potential elements 
of a new program such as kitchen waste collection

EAGLES LAKE - PUBLIC CONSULTATION 

At its July 19th meeting, Council received a  
report from the chair of the Highlands Park and  
Recreation Association containing  
recommendations pertaining to Eagles Lake Park.  The  
recommendations followed concerns received from a nearby  
property owner, and mostly focused on local parking issues, but also 
included the notion of expanding the beach. An accompanying staff 
report noted that any future mitigating regulations that might be 
adopted to address management of the park could be embodied in a 
bylaw. Other areas of concern that have come forward to date include 
refuse, animal control, partying and fire hazards.  
 

Council received the report for information and voted to conduct  
public consultation on the matter.  Council welcomes your comments, 
and plans to revisit these issues at its September 20th council meeting.

REMINDER - HIGHLANDS IS A NO SHOOTING ZONE! 

In response to incidents reported by residents over the past two 
months, the district would like to remind everyone that Highlands 
prohibits the discharge of firearms, as defined in Bylaw 145.  The  
bylaw, adopted in 2000,  makes exception for any Peace Officer, Con-
servation Officer, Animal Control Officer or member of the Armed 
Forces lawfully engaged in the execution of their duty. 
 

Additionally, exception is made for farmers protecting their stock in 
an emergency.  Persons discharging a firearm in accordance with the 
exceptions must report the discharge to the District within 24 hours. 
 

The RCMP provides enforcement for Bylaw 145, which can be found in 
its entirety on the District website. 
 

Note:  The incidents referred to above did not involve wildlife.

HIGHLANDS HISTORY - DO NOT TRY THIS AT HOME! 

August of 1904 was hot and dry but that did not stop George Bernard who lived at 
Mitchell Lake from using fire to clear his swamp to make a meadow. Excerpts from 
Ƙƛǎ ǿƛŦŜ WŜǎǎƛŜΩǎ ŘƛŀǊȅ:

evening,   dead tree burnt and fell across road to lakes.έ 

¶ 12th: ά±ŜǊȅ Ƙƻǘ ŀƎŀƛƴ. G. worked at fire all day.έ 

¶ 14th: ά {ǳƴŘŀȅ ǾŜǊȅ Ƙƻǘ, fires burning all round and air very smoky.έ 

¶ 15th ά±ŜǊȅ Ƙƻǘ ǎǘƛƭƭ. G. burning at slough all day and piling brush.έ 

¶ 16th  άDŜƻǊƎŜ ŘǊƻǾŜ ǘƻ [ŀƴƎŦƻǊŘ ǎǘŀǘƛƻƴ, met the 9:20 AM train and brought Mr. 
Bernard back with him. Bert went too, to help if trees had fallen on road as fire 
is raging so fiercely down there.έ 

¶ 20th  άCƛǊŜǎ ŀǊŜ ōǳǊƴƛƴƎ ƘŜŀǾƛƭȅ ǊƻǳƴŘ !ƭŘŜǊƳŜǊŜ (where our Municipal Office 
now stands) and the two houses at the lime kiln are gone.έ 

Jessie wrote of the smoke they had to deal with for the next few days, άƳǳŎƘ ŎƻƻƭŜǊ, 
air very black with smoke.έ ŀƴŘ  ά9ǾŜǊȅǘƘƛƴƎ ǎƳƻƪȅ ŀƴŘ ŀƛǊ ƭƛǉǳƛŘ ŀƎŀƛƴ. G. piling and 
burning brush in swamp.έ ¢ƘŀƴƪŦǳƭƭȅ ǘƘŜ Ŏƻƻƭ ŀƴŘ ǿŜǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ŧŀƭƭ ŜǾŜƴǘǳŀƭƭȅ ŎŀƳŜ ŀƴŘ 
put an end to the danger. 
Note:  It sounds as if George Bernard may have lit much of the West Highlands on fire...
